The project will offer opportunities to work with one of the largest patient databases (VA integrated computer system) available in health care.  Management skills will be incorporated throughout the initiation, design, implementation, and presentation processes of 


the project.  





Direct preceptorship of pharmacy students provides the resident with complete responsibility of the student teaching process.  Residents may have opportunities to lead case conferences and lectures for pharmacy students or healthcare trainees.
