U.S. NAVY TRANSFERS BILLION DOLLAR PROPERTY LOCATED AT ALAMEDA POINT TO 

THE DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS TODAY

ALAMEDA, Calif. – Today the U.S. Navy will officially transfer property located at Alameda Point to the Department of Veterans Affairs for a new “One VA” health care clinic and columbarium.

The City of Alameda, along with the Veteran’s community will celebrate the transfer of 624 acres of former Naval Air Field today at Alameda Theatre from 2-4 p.m. at located at 2317 Central Ave, Alameda, CA 94501. 

The property will replace the Oakland VA Outpatient Clinic and serve Northern Alameda County with a population of roughly 30,000 Veterans and assist the Greater San Francisco Bay Area with a population of 267,000 Veterans. 

“The Health Care Center is unlike any other in our health system – its uniqueness will revolutionize how we do business as we move towards the ‘One VA’ concept.” said David Stockwell, Director of the VA Northern California Health Care System. “This Health Care Center will provide them with the clinical services they deserve through VHA, the benefits they have earned through VBA, and a dignified final resting place with VA National Cemetery Services – all in one place.” 

The planned development will use only 112 of the 624 acres and will include a 158,000 square-foot outpatient health care center as well as a co-located Veteran benefits service center and a columbarium.  

The remaining land will remain undeveloped in order to retain its natural beauty and to support the colony of endangered California Least Terns and other bird species, which will be monitored by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.
